Statement of Faith

1. The Authority of Scripture

2. The Trinity

e We believe in one God, eternally existing in three persons: the Father, the Son (Jesus
Christ), and the Holy Spirit.

e Each person of the Trinity is fully God, co-equal and co-eternal demonstrating perfect unity
in diversity.

e We affirm Christ's full deity and humanity, His virgin birth, sinless life, sacrificial death,
bodily resurrection, present reign, ascension to the Father and is our only path to salvation.

e The Holy Spirit dwells within all believers, guiding them into truth, convicting of sin, and
empowering them for godly living and service.

3. Salvation by Grace through Faith

e We believe salvation is God’s free gift, received through faith in Jesus Christ alone and not
earned by good works or human effort.

"For by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your own doing; it is the gift of
God, not a result of works, so that no one may boast.” - Ephesians 2:8-9 (ESV)

e We believe in our calling to share the Gospel and make disciples of all nations in the name
of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

“Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of
the Son and of the Holy Spirit” - Matthew 28:19 (ESV)
